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Spiriturismo is the first solo show in Milan by the Swiss artist Andreas Dobler. The exhibition 
brings together a selection of works produced over the past two years, that in aesthetic and 
stylistic terms is able to embody the impulses and desires that pervade and echo in the 
collectivity as well as in its individuals. 
 
His practice finds nourishment in the tension caused by the coexistence of different styles, 
categories and imaginaries. One might identify references from Romantic landscape genre 
painting, popular culture, geometric abstraction and New Age designs. A powerful energy 
animates the works. It derives from the complexity of the composition that, by shifting in the 
overall idyllic sensation, evokes an ambivalent rhythm, in which every form follows, and 
sometimes negates, what came before. 
 
Spiriturismo, within its title, suggests a certain way of seeing, that is equally as intricate as it 
is aware. Unpretentious, sometimes irrelevant elements that are usually associated with states 
of abandonment are transfigured within the visionary, super natural context of Dobler’s work.
